
IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR 2011 CMA AWARDS TICKET HOLDERS

PLEASE REVIEW THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION CAREFULLY:


1. The live telecast will begin promptly at 7:00 PM/CT, with Pre-Telecast ceremonies starting at 6:15 PM/CT.  Bridgestone Arena doors will open at 6:00 PM/CT and will close 15 minutes prior to the telecast.  Anyone not in their seat by 6:45 PM/CT may have to wait to be seated until the first commercial break.

2. Business/Formal Attire is required

3. Please add extra time into your schedule to pass through the security check points outside the Bridgestone Arena.  A valid CMA Awards ticket must be presented before entering the perimeter around the Bridgestone Arena.  Additionally, all bags and packages are subject to search and any larger than 8 ½” x 11” are prohibited.

4. For your safety and protection, all attendees are required to carry photo identification when in attendance at the CMA Awards.  All persons and belongings are subject to search at any time while in attendance.

5. NON-PROFESSIONAL CAMERAS ARE ALLOWED AT THE CMA AWARDS.  NO AUDIO OR VIDEO RECORDING DEVICES ALLOWED.

6. Cell phones and all communication devices must be turned off while inside the Bridgestone Arena.
